


Uxbridge Printing 
Printing presses and related equipment from the 
Uxbridge Printing Company were restored and 
donated to the Centre. In 1994 a building was built 
on the site to house the equipment. The machines, 
kept in working order, are demonstrated at special 
events.
 
Quaker Hill Public School (1924)
The only original building on the Historical Centre 
grounds was used for classes from 1924 until 1969. 
It is now used for displays, school classes, meetings, 
and community events. 

The Uxbridge-Scott Historical Society
formed in 1972, acts as the volunteer and fund-
raising arm of the Uxbridge Historical Centre. The 
Society organizes the annual Heritage Days and 
assists at the Centre with special events.

Uxbridge Historical Centre
The Uxbridge Historical Centre consists of 10 
buildings with a great view of the Uxbridge Valley 
and the Oak Ridges Moraine.

Tour all the buildings. See the different architectural 
styles used in Uxbridge. Learn about the Quaker 
pioneers who settled the area in the early 1800s and 
Uxbridge township’s agricultural history.

Well-known people who spent time in the Uxbridge 
area include the author Lucy Maud Montgomery, 
pianist Glenn Gould, the artists David Milne 
and Duncan Macpherson, and former Toronto 
mayor Thomas Foster. Displays highlight their 
accomplishments and their Uxbridge connections.

Gould-Carmody House (1860)
Built by Joseph Gould, the son of Quaker settlers, 
the house is Ontario Gothic style.

The Museum’s Collection
includes over 6,000 artifacts. You will see items 
manufactured right here in Uxbridge - an Uxbridge 
‘Grand Palace’ piano, intricately-carved Gold Medal 
furniture, and the distinctive ‘Quadrodyne’ radio. Our 
collection also includes three unique prisoners’ boxes 
carved by men imprisoned in Toronto for their role in 
the 1837 Upper Canada Rebellion.

Fifth Line Church (1870)
This Methodist and later United Church is used for 
weddings, special services and displays. The piano and 
organ were built at the Uxbridge Piano and Organ 
Company.
